 Global School Health Policy Checklist
This check list has been coordinated by the Partnership for Child Development (PCD), Imperial College, London, England.  The tables are part of an ongoing analysis by PCD of school health and nutrition activities globally, and will form part of a report to be published in 2006.  For further information please contact Lesley Drake or Anthi Patrikios at www.schoolsandhealth.org. The current tables represent a stage in this work in progress and were developed as a contribution to the World Development Report 2007, Development and the Next Generation, which focuses on youth. 
This analysis seeks to develop an inventory of the policy priorities for school health in different countries worldwide.  The aim is to determine whether the interventions that are well supported by evidence of effectiveness are also the interventions that have been prioritized by countries.  To provide up to date information in a form that could meet the deadlines in the WDR process this inventory focused on responses received during an approximately two month period during April – June, 2006. The approach does not seek to be exhaustive nor does it address questions of coverage or quality. In some cases a government may only have decided that it should be addressing a specific issue and have done no more than add the issue to its policy or begun to explore a strategy or launched some pilot programs. In other cases the country will have an actual program in place at scale.  The tables do not differentiate among these.

To develop these tables, PCD’s network of school health organizations, practitioners and stakeholders provided responses to the following questions:
HIV/AIDS – Is HIV/AIDS taught in schools in any form (eg. knowledge based, Life Skills, peer education, etc.)?

The following three columns are optional - add this more detailed information if you have it, but if not please continue with the rest of the table

Primary – Is HIV/AIDS education taught in primary schools?

Secondary – Is HIV/AIDS education taught in secondary schools?

Age – At what age is HIV/AIDS education introduced into schools?

Life Skills for Health generally – Does the education sector use a Life Skills approach for health education? Note that if the sector uses a life skills approach for HIV/AIDS then please tick this column and the first column

Specifically Tobacco – Does the health education specifically target tobacco use? The aim here is to determine whether tobacco is specifically included in the health education priorities.

Specifically Substance Abuse (Including Alcohol) – Does the health education specifically target substance abuse (eg. alcohol, drugs)?The aim here is to determine whether substance abuse (drugs, alcohol etc)  is specifically included in the health education priorities.

Hygiene Education / Hand Washing – Is hygiene education (eg. hand washing) taught in the schools? 

Reproductive Health (Including Pregnancy, STIs) – Does the health education include information about reproductive health (eg. pregnancy, STIs)?

Nutrition Education – Does the health education specifically include nutrition education?

Obesity – Does the health education specifically target obesity?  We know that most nutrition programs are focused on underweight and stunting. The aim here is to see if any education system are also addressing the emerging issue of obesity.

Malaria – Is malaria a specific target of the school health program (eg. promoting bednets, providing treatment, providing bednets)?

Iron Supplementation – Do the schools have an iron supplementation program (eg. providing iron tablets)?

Deworming – Do the schools have a deworming program (eg providing deworming tablets)?

Screening and Referrals generally by Teachers – Are screening (for simple ailments such as refractive error, hearing impairment, skin/eye/ear infections) and referrals conducted on a regular basis in the schools by the teachers?  Note that if teachers conduct the examinations (with or without supervision by MoH staff) then tick this column.  The aim is to identify which programs are teacher led, even though it is often normal practice for MoH staff to be nominally responsible for the activity and of course for the referrals to MoH facilities.

Screening and Referrals generally by Ministry of Health – Are screening and referrals conducted on a regular basis in the schools by Ministry of Health staff?  Note that if the examination is conducted by the MoH staff themselves then tick this column only.
